To view the final appearance of the metadata with XML formatted must link this file with the 

template MetaD (ISO19139.xsl file that is inside the folder XSL inside folder MetaD). There ara two 

options for doing so:  

 

Option 1. 

 

1- Open the xml file with a text editor such as Notepad++ 

 

2- Add the following line of a text file xml directory and modify only the computer where the 

application stored MetaD (the change is highlighted in yellow): 

 

<?xml-stylesheet type='text/xsl' href='C:\Program Files\MetaD\xsl\ISO19139.xsl'?> 

 

3- This line must be after the first line indicationg the version of metaD and before 

<MD_Metadata, see the following screenshot. 

  

 

Option 2.  

 

This option is useful if you have a folder with lots of metadata in XML format. 

 

1- Follow the same steps as an option 1 by adding the following line: 

 

<?xml-stylesheet type='text/xsl' href='ISO19139.xsl'?> 

 

2- In this option, do not put any directories that you should take the file directly ISO19139.xsl 

and keep a copy (with the same name) to the folder where the XML metadata files.
